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06/01/2006Allocation of AIDS Funds

19a-121b-1. Funding 

Funds are allocated to private agencies which provide services to persons suffering from acquired immune deficiency syndrome ("AIDS") and the families of such persons. Such services shall include, but not be limited to, education, counseling and prevention. 

19a-121b-2. AIDS testing 

Any agency which receives funds to provide tests for AIDS shall give priority to persons in high risk categories and shall establish a fee schedule for the same based on such person's ability to pay. 

19a-121b-3. Local programs 

Funds are allocated to local health departments for innovative education and prevention programs on AIDS. 

19a-121b-4. Grants for the study or treatment of AIDS 

Funds may be allocated to any municipality, hospital, public or private college or university or any individual who may apply to the Department for grants for the study or treatment of AIDS. Such grants shall be used for the following purposes: 

(a)
To conduct a study of: 

(1) The effectiveness of procedures available for the prevention of AIDS 

(2) Testing procedures for the detection of the human immunodeficiency virus, 

(3) The means by which the transmission of AIDS can be prevented, or 

(4) How the disease progresses in victims; 

(b)
To provide counseling or psychiatric assistance for persons infected by the human immunodeficiency virus and their families and; 

(c)
To assess the future state resources which will be necessary to address the AIDS epidemic in Connecticut. 

19a-121b-5. Grant application procedures 

Application for grants under Section 19a-121b-4 shall be submitted in writing to the Commissioner in the form prescribed by him/her. 

19a-121b-6. Evaluation of proposals for funding 

The Commissioner shall evaluate all proposals for funding utilizing the following criteria and scoring mechanism. Proposals will be ranked according to the numerical scores. 

(a) Applicant's experience in performing the proposed activities (0-10). 

(b) Applicant's knowledge of the community (0-10). 

(c) Applicant's knowledge of AIDS (0-15). 

(d) The incidence of AIDS in the area to be served (0-25). 

(e) The need for additional services in the area to be served (0-15). 

(f) The applicant's ability to execute the proposed plan (0-10).

(g) The conformance of the proposal to the Department of Health Services allocation plan (0-30). 

19a-121b-7. Commissioner's request for proposals 

The Commissioner may issue requests for proposals to eligible organizations.
